	Find a progressive local farm, visit it with a group of students and analyze the current methods of land usage. Identify good and bad practices and prepare possible solutions to improving these. Implement new ideas and then continuously visit and track progress. In the end of the year make a recap of the achievements and prepare presentations in local schools.﻿
	The primary need is to find local farmers willing to offer their farm for the workshop. It will benefit both their land and product and the people involved in the workshop.﻿
	Members of YMDRAB will ensure the participation and monitoring of the progress from qualified scientific workers/ researchers. They will be able to identify potential miss-usage and quickly shift the direction of work.﻿
	A year would be enough to implement certain changes and track the progress over the full season's cycle.﻿

	OBJECTIVE 2:

Promotion of benefits of interection with forests for young people. The main benefits of interacting with forest

could be summarized as follow:

Physiological - Positive effect on human physical function and/or physical health;

Psychological - Positive effect on human mental processes and emotions

Cognitive - Positive effect on human cognitive ability or functions as well as provision of educational opportunities in an outdoor and healthy environment

Social - Positive effect on social skills, interactions, behaviors and lifestyle

Spiritual - Positive effect on cultural and religious pursuits or spiritual well-being

Economic - Positive effect on local economy and employment, especially in smaller and remote mountain areas﻿
	The term “Forest Welfare Services” refers to social and cultural services for the population based on forests and forest resources that aim to improve human health and well-being. We would like to involve young people in different kind of Forest Welfare Services as follows:

Forest Therapy (Healing) - It includes practices to promote human health and enhancing human immunity by using natural forest elements.

Forest Recreation – It includes a variety of activities for relaxation, restore and strengthen a person's physical and mental strength in a forest environment.

Forest education – It includes variety of activities to raise awareness of the importance of forests and to understand their various useful functions, through visits and learning in forests and/or spending time in them to build personal experience.

Forest culture – It includes various cultural events taking place in forests (for example, music, dance and folk festivals, art workshops, traditional crafts and customs workshops); religious practices related to forests (for example, religious tourism related to sacred sites or places, centuries-old trees, etc.); spiritual activities related to forests (for example, visiting unique natural sites in forests; enjoying beautiful, symbolic and inspiring forest views; and more.

Forest sport activities - Forests provide very suitable conditions for a wide variety of popular sports and adventure activities, such as: hiking, biking, fitness, Nordic walking, climbing, mountaineering, skiing, hunting, fishing, surviving, photo-tourism, various forest attractions, and many more.
